Diwali is perhaps the most well-known of the Indian festivals. It is a five day celebration which begins
this year on Saturday 17th October 2009. The word Diwali means "rows of lighted lamps" and the
celebration is often referred to as the Festival of Lights because of the common practice of lighting small
oil lamps (called diyas) and placing them around the home, in courtyards and in gardens, as well as on
roof-tops and outer walls. At Elckerylc we celebrated Diwali together on Friday 16th October. Parents
and children wore traditional Indian dress, created some wonderful artwork, had henna designs painted
on their hands and of course indulged in some very tasty Indian snacks.
